Directions for Seminole Quilt Strips
using SLIDE, FLIP, and TURN 90 & 180 degrees
Get one 2 inch by 12 inch strip of manila paper and 6 two inch squares of colored paper-three of each color.

Cut each square in half diagonally, making each square into two triangles.


Cut like this

Glue one triangle on the bottom left corner of your manila strip.  Using the same triangle color, SLIDE the shape over and glue it down.  Repeat this so that you have a paper that looks like this.


Now take the other triangles that you have cut from the other three squares and glue them into the empty spaces.  Each time you move a shape over without changing the direction the shape is sitting, it is called a SLIDE.  On the back of this strip write your name and the word SLIDE.

Get another manila strip and 6 more colored squares—three of each color.  Cut them in half diagonally like you did for the first strip.

Glue one triangle on the bottom left corner of your manila strip.  Using the same triangle color, FLIP the shape over and glue it down.  Repeat this so that you have a paper that looks like this.


Now take the other triangles that you have cut from the other three squares and glue them into the empty spaces.  Each time you flip a shape over, it is called a FLIP.  On the back of this strip write your name and the word FLIP.

Get another manila strip and 6 more colored squares—three of each color.  Cut them in half diagonally like you did for the first strip.

Glue one triangle on the bottom left corner of your manila strip.  Using the same triangle color, TURN the shape 90 DEGREES and glue it down.  Repeat this so that you have a paper that looks like this.


Now take the other triangles that you have cut from the other three squares and glue them into the empty spaces.  Each time you turn a shape it is called a TURN.  For this strip, we turned the shape 90 degrees, clockwise.   On the back of this strip write your name and the words TURN 90 degrees.

Get another manila strip and 6 more colored squares—three of each color.  Cut them in half diagonally like you did for the first strip.

Glue one triangle on the bottom left corner of your manila strip.  Using the same triangle color, TURN the shape 180 DEGREES and glue it down.  Repeat this so that you have a paper that looks like this.


Now take the other triangles that you have cut from the other three squares and glue them into the empty spaces.  Each time you turn a shape it is called a TURN.  For this strip, we turned the shape 180 degrees, clockwise.   On the back of this strip write your name and the words TURN 180 degrees.

Place your strips on the back table to dry. (
